MATH TALK 
Your child is learning about number relation-
ships.  Your child can practice these concepts 
at home by doing the following activities. 
 
*Gather 20 small objects such as buttons or 
rocks.  Show your child a group of 10 items 
and up to 8 more.  Ask: How many?  What 
number is two more?  What number is one 
less? 
 
*Have your child build a set of 11 to 15 pen-
nies and then add 1,2 or 3 more.  Have you 
child count on from that number to get the 
total.  Repeat the activity for subtraction. 
 
*Share addition and subtraction story prob-
lems about things about things in your 
neighbourhood.  For example, “There are 15 
houses on our street.  9 of them have a   
garage.  How many do not have a garage?
