Math 
Students are currently 
working on a Fractions 
and Decimals Unit.   
They will learn to : 
• Compare and order 

fractions.  
• Add and subtract 

fractions. 
• Multiply and divide fractions. 
• Convert between fractions and 

decimals.   
These concepts are important since 
students encounter fractions and 
decimals daily, in the form of 
money, retail experiences, and the 
metric system.   The  ability to 
convert easily between different 
fraction representations enables 
students to make sense of the math 
in their world.

Character Education 
 

 Students are following the “Go 
Program” as part of their character 
education.  This is a character 
development program powered by the 
7 Habits of Highly Effective Teens.   
The agendas that the students are 
using, also serve as character ed. 
workbooks.  Each lesson is  introduced with a 
video.  These videos are about four grade 9 students 
trying to make their way through the day-to-day 
trials and tribulations– and joys and 
accomplishments—of their freshman year.  They 
demonstrate their journey of personal growth and 
change, as they encounter various challenges, make 
decisions, take charge of their behaviors and 
attitudes, and begin to chart a course for their 
respective futures.  These videos illustrate and 
introduce the key points of our weekly lessons and 
discussions.   
 Some of the concepts we have covered so 
far are character, goals, principles, and how to keep 
friends (Emotional Bank Account).  Next, we will 
learn about being proactive (controlling your 
actions and attitude), using proactive language, 
initiative and influence (how to make a difference 
where you can), understanding the necessity of 
stopping to think before making decisions, and 
recognizing the importance of vision 
and planning for life.
