
Saying Goodbye 
Parents who bring their children to 
school are asked to say “goodbye” at the 
Kindergarten playground door.  It is a 
good idea to explain this to your child 
and practice your goodbye routine 
before coming to school, so he/she 
knows what to expect. 

Dressing for school 

When picking out school clothes, keep in mind that your child 
will be sitting on the floor, playing at a variety of centers and 
participating in gym and outdoor activities.  Please consider 

the ease with which your child can put on 
coats, shoes, boots, and mittens when 
selecting them. Adult assistance will be 
available for those stuck zippers, stiff buttons 
and shoelaces.   
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Here we are at the start of a new school year. I am pleased to be teaching your Junior 
Kindergarten child at J.W. Walker school this year.  I  have taught a variety of grades 
over the past three years and am very excited to have the opportunity to teach Junior 
Kindergarten again.  

On your child’s first day of school they will need to bring: 
• A backpack or school bag every day.  It needs to be large enough to fit their lunch 

kit, take-home notes and artwork, a change of clothes, etc.  They should practice 
opening and closing the backpack as well as putting things in and out! 

• A pair of indoor shoes with their name on them.  Running shoes are required daily for 
gym class. 

• A lunch kit, with food and a beverage for two nutrition breaks. 

• Namecard necklace  

• A drawing of themselves 

Please make sure that their name is on all your belongings. 

From time to time I will be sending a newsletter telling you of some of the activities we 
have been doing. Do ask your children about the songs and stories they are learning and 
hearing. I will also highlight some of our future activities in these newsletters.

Dear Parents/Caregivers,  



The school entry bell rings at 8:40 a.m.  
The yard is supervised from            
8:15-8:40 a.m.  For the first days of 
school, I will meet the children at the 
bus and show them the walkway to the 
Kindergarten playground.  The 
Kindergarten children will play outdoors 
in the Kindergarten playground until the 
entry bell rings.  They will then line up 
and enter the school with a teacher 
using the Kindergarten entrance doors.   

** Students arriving late or leaving 
early for an appointment need to be 

accompanied by their parent/guardian 

to the office to be signed in or out 

of school** 

Dismissal time is 3:15 p.m.  We have 
traditionally loaded our Kindergarten 
bus a little earlier than this in order to 
clear the way for other school bus 
arrivals.  I will escort students to their 

Kindergarten bus at dismissal time.  
Kindergarten children taking other 
buses home will be supervised on the 
school yard until their bus arrives.  If 
you are picking up your child, you may 
wait on the playground.  Please do not 
pick-up your child without letting me 
know — Thanks!
