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Report Cards: 
 

Report cards will be going home on December 
7th. The report card is intended to provide you 
with clear, detailed information about how your 
child is achieving and progressing.  It is designed 
to involve your child in assessing his/her own 
progress and setting his/her own goals.  The 
response form (page 3) gives you an opportunity 
to comment on your child’s achievement, goals 
and plans.  
 
Before completing, consider the following 
questions: 
 
To Ask Your Child: 
What is something you did well this term? What 
was difficult for you this term? How do you feel 
about your effort this term? What do you need to 
do to improve your work and your effort? How 
can your teacher or your parents help you? 
 
To Ask Yourself: 
What do I see as a real strength for my child? 
What have I seen my child have difficulty with 
this term?  How can I help my child at home to 
do better at school? 
 
We encourage you and your child to respond. 
Page 3 of the report card must be signed and 
returned to indicate that you have seen it. This 
form will be filed, along with the pages 1 and 2 of 
the report card in your child’s OSR.

Parent-Teacher Interviews: 
 
Parent-Teacher interviews will take place on Thursday 
December 13th.  A schedule will be included in your 
child’s report .    
 
The Parent-Teacher conference can be somewhat  in-
timidating, especially if it’s your first interview with your 
child’s teacher.  Remember that a teacher is probably 
as nervous about meeting you as you are about meet-
ing him or her.  Here are some things to think about to 
help you get ready for the conference: 
• Have I decided on specific questions to ask the 

teacher?  For example, is our child doing as well as 
expected in reading?  Why are certain procedures 
followed in the classroom?  What can I do at home 
to support my child in his/her learning? 

• Am I prepared to answer questions that might be 
asked by the teacher about my child’s hobbies and 
interests?  Provisions for study at home? 

 
Please honour the time set for each interview to allow 
all parents an opportunity to meet with the teachers.
