SAFETY OF STUDENTS

This is a reminder to students that
they are to use caution when
walking to and from school.

\\/

Students should:

e Cross only at the lights or at stop
signs. Do not “cut across” a street.
* Look both ways when crossing the
street and wait for the “walk” signal before
crossing.

* Avoid cutting through back alleys. Often,
drivers pulling out of driveways cannot see you
until it is too late.

* Do not walk along or cut across the train
tracks. The tracks pose a tripping/falling hazard,
and there may be dangerous objects or materials
near the tracks.

Transportation Policy

Please review the following guidelines from the RRDSB
Transportation Policy:

1. For elementary students with a minimum of
3 days notice, one alternative caregiver address may be
substituted within the home school zone only if it:

e Is aregular pattern for the school year
e s for five consecutive days

e Is an emergency(3 days notice not required);
and if

e [t results in no new or additional stop or route exten-
sion.

2. Courtesy Transportation— May be provided to students for
medical or program reasons if:

e No additional pickup or drop off is required
e  There is room on the bus
No route extension is required.

When eligible students require transportation, those courtesy
riders will be the first to relinquish their occupancy.

Parents who chose to have their children attend a school out-
side their home school must assume responsibility for trans-
portation to their chosen school.
