Dear Parents, 
 Happy  New  Year !! 

 In January, our first theme will 
be  “Winter”. We will be learning 
facts about snow and ice, discussing how 
winter is work as well as fun, and undertak-
ing simple experiments and measurements 
using snow and ice, including the use of 
thermometers.  
 Later this month, we will be 
discussing “Community Helpers”. 
We will be learning about various helpers in 
our community, their roles, as well as some 
of the basic tools they use to do their jobs. 
This would be a perfect opportunity for par-
ents who are community helpers to be a 
“Special Presenter” for our class. Please let 
me know if you are interested as we would 
love to have you come and share your ex-
pertise with us. (Phone 274-1450 Ext. 512) 
 This month, I will add Guided Reading 

and Literacy Centres along with our already 
running Integrated Centres that focus on 
literacy, math, science, and art skills. 
Guided Reading provides an opportunity 
for a small group of children with the same 
needs or at the same level to receive 
coaching and be taught specific strategies 
that will help them with their skills. 
 In Math this month, we will be learning 
the following skills: 
1) Number Sense:  finding and recording 

various ways to show the concept of 5; 
instant recognition of sets to 5; and es-
timation. 

2) Measurement:  a) comparing and put-
ting objects in order by length, size, 
width, time, colour, and weight; b) dis-
covering various non-standard “tools” 
that can be used to measure length 
(e.g.; straws, pencils, paperclips, string, 
and popsicle sticks)
